The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Springfield Airport Authority was called to order by Vice Chair Hardwick at 5:01 p.m. on Tuesday, August 20, 2024, in the Conference Room at Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport’s main terminal building.

In the absence of Chair Vala, Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Annual Meeting, the Regular Meeting and the Budget Hearing of July 16, 2024, and to dispose of all Regular Meeting Recordings more than six months old. Minutes were accepted as presented. 
Vice Chair Hardwick requested a motion to change the order of the agenda to move the SIU School of Aviation Center to the head of the agenda. Commissioner Shea made a motion to change the order of the agenda, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Executive Director Hanna reported on SIU’s interest to establish a satellite aviation training location in Springfield. Vice Chair Hardwick made a motion to suspend the normal rules to allow the SIU representative to address the Board, seconded by Commissioner Houston and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays. Representatives from SIU, Dean Robert Morgan and Stellar Aviation, Brad Kost, joined the meeting via telephone and addressed the Board regarding the program. SIU System President Dr. Dan Mahoney also addressed the Board to express SIU’s appreciation in the effort to support SIU in this initiative and they look forward to starting in fall 2025. Vice Chair Hardwick made a motion to approve the low bid in the amount of $484,500 submitted by CAD Construction and authorize the Executive Director to sign any project agreements/documents and authorize periodic payments during construction, seconded by Commissioner Delheimer and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $7,830,222 and actual year-to-date balance of $8,281,105, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $11,625,491 and actual year-to-date balance of $11,504,232. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna reported on the construction update and noted that a number of grants are forthcoming as we near the end of the federal fiscal year.
Executive Director Hanna reported on the project to rehabilitate the Public Safety Building and Flight Standards District Office. Commissioner Houston made a motion to approve the low bid in the amount of $1,499,700 submitted by CAD Construction, Inc., and the expenditure of local match funding necessary to complete the project and authorize the Executive Director to sign any project agreements and other related documents, seconded by Commissioner Shea. Attorney Craven suggested an amendment to the motion to include “subject to approval of federal grant”. Commissioner Houston made an amendment to the motion to include subject to approval of federal grant, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays. Commissioner Houston made a motion to approve the low bid in the amount of $1,499,700 submitted by CAD Construction, Inc., and the expenditure of local match funding necessary to complete the project and authorize the Executive Director to sign any project agreements and other related documents subject to approval of federal grant, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 3.44% increase in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of July were 105,399 gallons with revenue of $14,514. Airline gallons continue to remain steady. Retail Jet fuel sales did see a small increase from the previous month. Avgas sales have also remained strong, showing a modest increase from the previous month.
Commissioner Shea noted the Wings and Wheels fly-in and car show taking place on October 5th.
Executive Hanna’s reported on a meeting with IDOT District 6 and a second meeting with the City of Springfield regarding various items for the Commerce Park; American Airlines service will switch from Air Wisconsin to Piedmont Airlines the first week of October; regarding the Honor Flights, we are working on securing a photographer for the remaining two flights this year and discussed the challenge of having lunches provided for veterans to take on the flight with them; Breeze performance report.
Commissioner Haley commented on the 1908 Race Riots proclamation and that she would take on leading a group to do an exhibit in the terminal.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 6:03 p.m.
