Vice Chair Hardwick presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of December 17, 2024, and directed disposal of all Regular Meeting Recordings more than six months old. 
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $7,830,222 and actual year-to-date balance of $7,053,677, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $11,625,491 and actual year-to-date balance of $10,679,272. 

Commissioner Delheimer gave the Budget and Finance report.

Commissioner Delheimer reported on the office lease with the FAA National Airspace System Technical Evaluation Program (NASTEP). Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve the lease agreement between the Springfield Airport Authority and FAA NASTEP and authorize the Board Chair to execute said agreement, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Delheimer reported on the acquisition of property located at 3460 Winch Road. Commissioner Delheimer made a motion to approve acquisition of the 3460 Winch Road property at a price not to exceed $145,340.00 plus associated closing costs and authorize the Executive Director to sign all related documents, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.

Commissioner Haley reported on the Regional Site Readiness Grant through the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity. Commissioner Haley made a motion to accept and receive the DCEO Site Readiness Grant in the amount of $147,600.00 and authorize the Executive Director to execute the grant documents, approve the expenditure of the Authority’s local share of $36,800.00, authorize the Executive Director to execute a Standard Agreement for Professional Services with Crawford, Murphy & Tilly, Inc. in the amount of $184,400.00 and make periodic payments during the project, seconded by Commissioner Shea and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Commissioner Haley reported that vending sales through ION are going well.
In the absence of Chair Vala, Executive Director Hanna gave the construction report.
Vice Chair Hardwick reported an 11.88% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.
Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of January were 87,263 gallons with revenue of $11,290. Airline and retail sales remained steady, however, military sales saw a large jump compared to the previous month. Avgas sales remain low due to poor weather conditions in the month of January.
Executive Director reported on the 2025 Land of Lincoln Honor Flight dates. 
Attorney Craven reported on the AFF PFAS litigation regarding a lawsuit against manufacturers of per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS). Commissioner Shea made a motion to approve airport staff and legal counsel to enter into a retainer agreement with the law firm it deems appropriate to represent the Authority in the PFAS litigation and authorize the Executive Director to execute said agreements, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Attorney Craven reported on the ongoing effort to update Board Policies and discussed the Leasing Policy. Vice Chair Hardwick made a motion to approve the Leasing Policy and authorize the Board Chair to sign, seconded by Commissioner Haley and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
Brad Kost, COO of Stellar Aviation addressed the Board. He reported an upturn in charter travel; excited to continue working with the Authority on the SIU buildout and excited about projects on the horizon.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
