The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Springfield Airport Authority was called to order by Chair Vala at 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 16, 2024, in the Conference Room at Abraham Lincoln Capital Airport’s main terminal building.

Chair Vala presented the minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 19, 2024, and to dispose all Regular Meeting Recordings more than six months old. The minutes were accepted as presented.
Treasurer Kinnaman reported unrestricted funds projected year-end balance of $7,897,690 and actual year-to-date balance of $7,608,517, restricted funds projected year-end balance of $10,753,888 and actual year-to-date balance of $10,343,309. 

In the absence of Commissioner Delheimer, Deputy Executive Director Boyle gave the Budget and Finance report.

In the absence of Commissioner Delheimer, Executive Director Hanna reported on insurance coverage for 2024-2025. Commissioner Shea made a motion to accept the proposed insurance renewals from R.W. Troxell and direct  the Executive Director to execute the necessary documents to renew the Authority’s Property coverage with AutoOwners unless the combined quote from Cincinnati and RB Jones is less than AutoOwners, then the Authority shall renew with Cincinnati and RB Jones; Renew Auto coverage with Cincinnati, Officers & Directors Liability coverage with Old Republic, Airport Liability coverage with All Access Aviation and Liquor Liability coverage with US Insurance, all for a one year period. After further discussion Commissioner Shea withdrew the motion. Commissioner Shea then made a motion to accept the proposed insurance renewals from R.W. Troxell and direct  the Executive Director to execute the necessary documents to renew the Authority’s Property coverage with AutoOwners unless the combined quote and coverage from Cincinnati and RB Jones meets the expectations of the Executive Director, then the Authority shall renew with Cincinnati and RB Jones; Renew Auto coverage with Cincinnati, Officers & Directors Liability coverage with Old Republic, Airport Liability coverage with All Access Aviation and Liquor Liability coverage with US Insurance, all for a one year period, seconded by Commissioner Houston and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
In the absence of Commissioner Delheimer, Executive Director Hanna discussed the proposed lease with the U of I Extension. Commissioner Haley made a motion to approve the lease with the University of Illinois Extension and authorize the Board Chair to sign said lease agreement, seconded by Commissioner Houston and carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes/0 nays.
 Chair Vala gave the construction report.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported a 12.76% decrease in year-to-date passenger activity as compared to last year.

Vice Chair Hardwick reported that fuel sales for the month of March were 108,918 gallons with revenue of $13,069. Airline Jet jet fuel sales were up 13,000 gallons; however, retail Jet sales saw a 7,200 gallon decline when compared to last month. Avgas sales remained steady.
Executive Director Hanna reported that staff has been working with IDOT to get funds released; a late June bid letting date for the Congressional Directed Spending project (CDS) to extend the terminal ramp and we have also applied for additional CDS funding for Taxiway Foxtrot; field drainage tile has been placed in the nine acres cleared for drainage to make the ground farmable and to ensure future wetlands do not develop.
The Regular Meeting adjourned at 5:33 p.m.
